SAMSUNG GALAXY PHONES SEEM TO BE
THROTTLING PERFORMANGE ON ANDROID APPS

Samsung Galaxy phones are
found to be throttling their
performance on thousands of
apps that are not meant for
benchmarking purposes. The
issue is not limited to a
particular device but
apparently exists on many
models including the newly
launched Samsung Galaxy
S22 series. The dip in the
performance also comes into
force for games including
Genshin Impact as well as
apps such as Instagram,
Netflix, and some Google
apps. However,
benchmarking apps including
3DMark and Geekbench are
excluded from the list of apps
that result in the performance
throttling.

A Twitter user alleged that
Samsung Galaxy devices are
using a preloaded app called
Game Optimizing Service to
limit the use of hardware
resources for more than
10,000 apps. The default app
runs in the background when

using both non-gaming and
gaming apps and includes
even Google apps such as
Chrome and Google Docs as
well as a few pre-installed
Samsung apps including the
Calendar, Samsung Pay, and
Secure Folder, the user
claimed.

The performance throttling
has also been demonstrated
by a YouTube channel in

which the narrator renamed
the package name of the
3DMark benchmark app to
that of open-world action role
playing game Genshin
Impact.

Geekbench developer John
Poole separately verified that

the limiting of performance is
not exclusive to the Samsung
Galaxy S22 phones but is
also available on older
models including the Exynos
version of the Galaxy S10. He
shared a link to show the
difference in benchmark
results when the phone is
tricked to run Geekbench as a
non-benchmark app.

The difference in the single-
core score is 74.2 percent,
while it grows to even 91.6
percent in the multi-core
score.

Alongside the changes at the
benchmark level, the
throttling does result in
slowdown of the devices
when running the selected
apps and games. It has been
reported on the Samsung
Members Community forums
by some users at least since
December.

It is important to note that
Samsung has not provided
any detailed information on
the Game Optimizing Service

The exact reason why
Samsung is throttling the
performance of its devices
through the Game Optimizing
Service is unclear at this
moment. However, it is
assumed that by limiting CPU
and GPU resources, the app
might be helping provide
better battery life and avoid
instances of overheating to
some extent.

OnePlus used a similar
mechanism in the OnePlus 9
and OnePlus 9 Pro last year,
though it excluded a few
popular games. The
company, though, did face
delisting of the flagship
phones from Geekbench.
OnePlus had also later
clarified that the throttling was
aimed to “provide a smooth
experience while reducing
power consumption.”

India in 2020", YouTube said
releasing the findings at a
virtual briefing.

The study by Oxford
Economics combines

YouTube-driven advertising

sponsorships).

Commenting on the report,
regional

India is a
large market for digital and
social media companies and
has been witnessing strong
growth on the back of
booming smartphone sales
and affordable datarates.

The social media users have
grown leaps and bounds, and

That
said, the big social media
platforms have drawn flak in
the past over hate speech,
misinformation and fake
news circulating on their
platforms, and there have
been persistent calls for
greater accountability.

Under the IT rules notified last
year in the country, large
digital platforms (with over
five million users) have to
publish periodic compliance
reports every month,
mentioning the details of
complaints received and
action taken thereon.

As per estimates shared by
the government last year, the
country has 44.8 crore
YouTube users, 53 crore
WhatsApp users, 41 crore
Facebook users, 21 crore use
Instagram, and 1.75 crore are
on Twitter.

TENGENT TO REDUGE TRANSAGTION FEES
ON WEGHAT PAYMENTS FOR SMES

Chinese social media giant
Tencent will reduce
transaction fees for small and
medium-sized merchants
using its WeChat payments
system by 10 percent, the
company said in a statement
on Thursday.

The reductions will apply
beginning September 1,
2021, and extend up to
September 30, 2024, the
company added.

In order to qualify for the
reduction, merchants must
meet classification standards

for small and medium-sized
businesses by China's

Ministry of Industry and
Information Technology.

Tencent will also reduce fees
on money withdrawals from
users' bank accounts,
according to the statement.
The policy follows similar
moves from Chinese tech
companies this past week.

On Wednesday, Ele.me, the
food delivery service run by e-
commerce giant Alibaba
Group, announced it would
reduce its commission fees
for merchants in areas
affected by COVID-19.

Before that, rival delivery
giant Meituan also said it

would reduce its commission.
The changes broadly come
after authorities launched a
wave of regulatory tightening
across a range of industries in
China, with the consumer
internet sector a frequent
target. Regulators last month
issued guidance for online
food delivery platforms to
reduce service fees to help to
lower operating costs for
catering businesses, in order
to promote a faster recovery
from the pandemic in the
services sector.

HTG ‘METAVERSE’ PHONE TO LAUNGH

IN APRIL FOR VR

AR EXPERIENGES

HTC is planning to launch a
‘metaverse' phone in April, a
company executive
reportedly revealed at MWC
2022 in Barcelona. The new
HTC phone is claimed to be a
“high-end device” from the
Taiwanese company. Once
popular for its Android
phones, HTC made a shift
towards developing virtual
reality (VR) experiences on
the platform called Vive. The
company at this year's MWC
announced its Viverse brand
that will include the VR
headsets as well as other VR
and augmented reality (AR)
offerings. As spotted by
WinFuture.de, DigiTimes
reported that HTC Asia-
Pacific General Manager

announced the launch of the
HTC metaverse phone at the
MWC. The phone is said to
target customers who want to
access VRandAR apps.

The HTC phone is also said to
be a high-end offering, though
exact specification details are
not yet revealed. The
company's recent releases

were, however, limited to
basic hardware.

This is notably not the first
time when HTC is jumping
into the bandwagon of a new
technology to gain some
attention in the smartphone
market. In 2018, the New
Taipei-based manufacturer

attempted to appeal to people

advocating Blockchain by
introducing its phone called
HTC Exodus 1. It also added
the Exodus 1s to its portfolio
in 2019. Both models didn't
reach the masses, though.

At MWC 2022 this week, HTC

also showcased its new
developments in 5G, in-car
VR experiences, and

location-based
entertainment. The company
also announced Viverse as its
new brand for VR
experiences and launched
products including VR-based
Vive Browser, Vive Connect
for simulated experiences,
and Vive Guardian VR tool for
parents, guardians, and
teachers.

“Viverse provides seamless

experiences, reachable on
any device, anywhere, and is
enabled by the virtual and
augmented reality, high-
speed connectivity, Al, and
blockchain technologies that
HTC has invested in for
several years,” Cher Wang,
Co-Founder and
Chairwoman atHTC, saidina
prepared statement.

In2017,HTC sold alarge part
of its smartphone operations
to Google for $1.1 billion
(roughly Rs. 8,300 crore). It
also merged its smartphone
and VR divisions to
streamline the business. The
company, though, in 2018
confirmed that it was not
planning to exit the
smartphone market.
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WHATSAPP DESKTOP SEEMS T0 BE GETTING

A NEW WAY TO REAGT TO MESSAGES

WhatsApp is found to be
working on a new way to let
macOS and Windows users
react to messages on its
desktop version. It could be
an expansion to WhatsApp
reactions that are reportedly
in the works for the last few
months. Using reactions,
WhatsApp users would be
able to react to a message
using emojis — similar to how
reactions are available on
other messaging apps,
including Facebook
Messenger and Apple's
iMessage. The feature could
be available to both mobile as
well as desktop users.

As spotted by WhatsApp beta
tracker WABetalnfo,
WhatsApp Desktop beta

version 2.2208.1 appears to
have some references about
the new way users can react
to messages. The option is,
however, not yet available to
public beta testers.

The option is titled React to
message — clearly defining
its purpose — and is available
in the message menu. Users
would get this new way to
react to a message by right

clicking on that text in the app,
as seen in a screenshot
shared by WABetalnfo.

Last week, WhatsApp was
spotted updating its desktop
version by adding a “reaction”
emoji next to messages. That
would enable users to quickly
reactto amessage.

The new way, though,
appears to essentially add
one more step if a user wants
to react to messages on the
app.

WhatsApp has been working
on message reactions since
at least August 2021, if we
look at the details shared by
WABetalnfo. The feature may
bring emojis to share
reactions such as “Like,”
“Love,” “Laugh,” and

“Surprise.”

Users may also be able to get
areaction info tab from where
they could look at all reactions
received on a particular
message. Additionally,
WhatsApp group users may
get the ability to react to
messages and look at which
messages have received
reactions from which
members in the group.

Exact details on when
message reactions will be
available to users are yet to
be revealed. The feature is
also apparently at a
development stage at this
moment. It may, thus, receive
some changes before
reaching end users.

NOTHING PHONE TIPPED TO LAUNGH IN APRIL, GOULD
FEATURE FAMILIAR TRANSPARENT DESIGN: REPGRT

Nothing — OnePlus founder
Carl Pei's new startup —
could launch its first
smartphone in April,
according to a new report.
Last month, Pei teased the
launch of a new smartphone
in a series of tweets. Now, a
new report suggests that
Pei's startup could announce
the smartphone as early as
next month. The handset is
said to feature a transparent
design, similar to Nothing's
first pair of true wireless
stereo (TWS) earbuds that
were launched in 2021. The
company is yet to officially
reveal plans for its first
smartphone.

According to a report by
TechCrunch, Nothing founder
Carl Pei took a prototype of
the upcoming Nothing
smartphone to Mobile World
Congress (MWC) in
Barcelona. Citing a source
close to the company, the

report adds that Pei showed
the prototype to a “key
executives” from the industry,
including chip designer
Qualcomm. The startup is
reportedly planning to
announce the handset in
April, after more than a year of

working on its first
smartphone.Specifications of
the rumoured Nothing
smartphone are currently
unknown, as the company is
yet to reveal any plans or
specifications for an
upcoming smartphone.
According to the report, the
handset could feature
‘elements of transparency”
like the Nothing Ear 1 TWS
earbuds that were launched
in 2021. On February 16, Pei
teased a new smartphone on
Twitter, in a series of cryptic
tweets. Both the Snapdragon
and Android Twitter accounts
responded to Pei's tweets. In
October 2021, Nothing had

announced that it has
partnered with Qualcomm to
utilise its Snapdragon
platform in upcoming
devices.Nothing was first said
to be working on a
smartphone in October 2021,
which was tipped to launch in
early 2022. The company is
also tipped to be working on a
power bank, which could be
called Nothing Power (1).
However, Nothing is yet to
reveal plans for either of
these devices. The company
also acquired smartphone
maker Essential, which could
help the company with the
rumoured development of its
first smartphone.

The new UCle specification
could lead to manufacturers
“shop” for
chiplets from different
companies in the future, while
creating their own CPUs and
SoCs. This could theoretically
speed up the process of
development and the time it
takes to bring a product to
market, as compared to
integrated monolithic chips
that include all the
components on one piece of
silicon. For now, the

consortium has ratified a new
UCle 1.0 specification that
will focus on validation and
features to streamline the
process of standardising the
chiplet interoperability.
However, it could be a while
before consumers see new
chips that are built on the new
UCle standard, that could be
used in smartphones,
desktop computers, and
powerful server chips.

The consortium includes
leaders in the industry
including semiconductor
foundry owners like
Samsung, TSMC, and Intel,
as well as companies such as
Qualcomm, Arm, and AMD,
as well as cloud service
providers including Microsoft,
Google, and Meta, according
to the consortium's website.
